(b) the Tier 2 Limit specified in the Second
Schedule, the prior approval of the head of
the procuring entity and the Commission,
respectively;

(c) the Tier 3 Limit specified in the Second
Schedule, the prior approval of the head of
the procuring entity, the Commission and the
Cabinet.
